
to their matriculation and registration.  Applicants and matriculated and/or registered students, and those acting in their name, also have a continuous obligation to notify the 

University of changes in their circumstances.  

 

3  The University has the power to withdraw an offer or acceptance prior  to matriculation and 

registration and to require a matriculated and/or registered student to withdraw, 

immediately, upon written notice, where the University becomes:  

 

(i)  of the reasonable opinion that the applicant, or someone making the application 

in thei r name, or the matriculated or registered student failed to supply relevant 

information, or supplied false or misleading information, relating to their 

application, matriculation or registration;  

 

(ii)  aware of previously unknown information relating to the app lication, 

matriculation or registration which, in the University’s reasonable opinion, 

makes it inappropriate for the applicant, matriculated or registered student to 

study on the programme.  

 

4  Responsibility for raising concerns that all or any of the circu mstances described in 2  above 

might apply to an applicant or registered and/or matriculated student will remain the joint 

responsibility of all those involved in the admissions process.  This includes Recruitment 

and Admissions , staff in academic departments and in colleges and the International 

Office.  Any concerns should be brought immediately to the attention of the Director of the 

Recruitment & Admissions .  

 

5  On receipt of an allegation under 4  above, the Academic Registrar (or his/her nominee), 

support ed by the Director of Recruitment & Admissions  and, where appropriate by the 

U C A S  Verification Unit and other departments within the University, will investigate the 

matter and provide a written report of the findings to the Pro - Vice - Chancellor (Education)  (or
