REGULATIONS FOR POSTGRADUATE MATRICULATION

Students entering to read for a postgraduate degree, certificate or a diploma, for which
matriculation is required, must matriculate at the beginning of their first term of study.

MEANING OF MATRICULATION

1. Matriculation is the act of placing a student's name upon the matricula or roll of members of
the University. (See also sections 3-13 below.)

2. In order to matriculate and register a student must be qualified in accordance with these
regulations and must comply with Notification of Academic and Personal details for Admission,
Matriculation and Registration Purposes Regulation published in Volume II of the University
Calendar. The University has the power to withdraw an offer or acceptance prior to
matriculation or registration and to expel or require a matriculated and registered student to
withdraw, immediately, upon written notice, where the University becomes:
